« Also in March, we debuted Cognizant Skygrade™ for Microsoft Azure, marking the launch of a new cloud transformation
service. This optimized version of Skygrade allows for the development of modern applications, deployable across public
and hybrid environments to boost benefits from investments in Azure.

o In April, Cognizant and Microsoft announced a far-reaching globalpartnership expansion focused on increasing enterprise
adoption of generative Al and Copilot For Microsoft 365 to drive industry transformation. Cognizant is deploying Copilot for
Microsoft 365 internally, across all departments. Cognizant is also working to deploy Copilot for Microsoft 365 to one
million client end-users. In addition, through Cognizant's Synapse skilling platform, Cognizant will train 75,000 developers
on Github Copilot.
